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One of God’s greatest desires is that people are blessed in every area of thinking. God’s greatest desire is 
plainly stated: 

•  III John 1:2 -- Beloved, I wish above all things that thou mayest prosper and be in health, even as 
thy soul prospereth. 

 
However, Christians’ greatest problem hinders God’s perfect will from being accomplished. 
 
I was literally taken to Heaven for the purpose of God letting me know this greatest problem. I have written a 
book entitled Heaven Declares Christians’ Greatest Problem, which this series is based on so that you can enjoy 
God’s greatest desire for you to live a prosperous and healthy life. 
 
Wages of sin is still death: 
When people understand that the great depths of God’s grace covers them 100%, therefore they can 
receive anything from God, sometimes they have a tendency to think it is ok to yield to sin. However, the 
Bible says the wages of sin is still death. 

• For example: a couple that is not married can have a baby (but sex without marriage is sin). God 
will forgive them for the sin, and love them, because sin does not stop the love of God. However, 
they are still going to have that baby.  

• Yes, there is pleasure of sin, but the wages are not worth it because it produces NO peace.   
o Hebrews 11:25 -- Choosing rather to suffer affliction with the people of God, than to enjoy 

the pleasures of sin for a season; 
o Romans 6:23 -- For the wages of sin is death; but the gift of God is eternal life through Jesus 

Christ our Lord. 
 
Sin brings in more sin: 

• Matthew 12:43-45 -- When the unclean spirit is gone out of a man, he walketh through dry places, 
seeking rest, and findeth none. Then he saith, I will return into my house from whence I came out; 
and when he is come, he findeth it empty, swept, and garnished. Then goeth he, and taketh with 
himself seven other spirits more wicked than himself, and they enter in and dwell there: and the last 
state of that man is worse than the first. Even so shall it be also unto this wicked generation. 
o Generation:  In this verse is the exact word rendered when Jesus was talking about the last 

generation on earth when the rapture takes place: 
▪ Matthew 24:34-35 -- Verily I say unto you, This generation shall not pass, till all these 

things be fulfilled. 35 Heaven and earth shall pass away, but my words shall not pass away. 
▫ If we allow sin (satan, demons) to come into our lives, they will bring more demons into 

our lives that are much worse than they are.  
▫ Examples:  

- A demon spirit of depression will bring in a demon of suicide.  
- A demon spirit of drinking one drink of alcohol will bring in a demon spirit that will turn a 

person into an alcoholic. 
• John 5:14 -- Afterward Jesus findeth him in the temple, and said unto him, Behold, thou art made 

whole: sin no more, lest a worse thing come unto thee. 
o Worse thing (Strong’s g5501 cheirōn) means more evil. 
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▪ When a person allows sin to enter their life, eventually that demon lets in other demon 
spirits in their life that is worse than them.  

 
• James 1:14-15 -- But every man is tempted, when he is drawn away of his own lust, and enticed. 

Then when lust hath conceived, it bringeth forth sin: and sin, when it is finished, bringeth forth death. 
 
There comes a time when it is too late! 

• Proverbs 29:1 -- He, that being often reproved hardeneth his neck, shall suddenly be destroyed, 
and that without remedy.
